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In 1975, the idea that led to the creation of the Nebraska Art Collection was
conceived.

They were six painting by Clarence
Ellsworth purchased for $3,000. They were added to the few works already
donated by KSC.

Finally, in 1985, negotiations for the purchase of the former post office
building began. The purchase took place in 1986 at a cost of $120,000.
